Principal’s Report, Ms. Summers
*She discussed an App called YikYak that has been banned from school wi-fi because she logged onto it to test it and it is bad.  It allows cyberbullying, can be installed as a hidden app and there are over 600 GH kids using it.  She wanted parents to be warned about these types of APPS.
· AP Exams are scheduled for the first 2 weeks in May.  There is an Exam on Friday, May 12th even though it is a teacher workday.  If any student needs transportation, they must arrange it with Student Services in advanced.  They plan on 600 kids on campus that day with these AP EXAMS.
· 2017-18 numbers are projected to be around 2780-2900.   Until the new Green Level high school is built and is no longer being used as a temporary site for Apex High, things at GH will be overcrowded but not capped like PC.  Some kids are being moved back to PC by choice but they are not leaving GH.  The office of student assignment has been asked to help.
Teacher Reps, Mr. Colin Richardson and Ms. Caroline Moakley:
· MS Moakley:  All good; she thanked the PTSA for all the continued support.
Falcon Night:
· Flyer competition has a winner and a gift card will be distributed to the winner.  Sign up for helpers will go out for the event, as needed.
Freshman and Sophomore Committee Update:
· They would like to bring in a motivational speaker, Jess Ekstron for $1000/hr.   MS Summers/Admin needs to research her 1st to approve anything like this and during lunch must go through scheduling.  
Fine Art - Ms. Pritchard:
· presented a student’s art work to the PTSA in hopes of get our help with funding to help her go to New York after winning a gold medal on her “ToeDog” painting. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Over 30,000 students entered and this GH student, Julia Parks, won.  She has started her own “Go Fund Me” page to raise $3000 to cover her expenses to this prestigious award.  So far, $1716 has been raised on her own to cover airfare and hotel.  Ms. Prichard would like to attend. Ms. Summers cautioned the PTSA about sponsoring this one student because it opens a whole new level of spending the PTSA funds on students who present their needs to the board.  There are so many talented kids at GH and so she just wants the board to think of the new repercussions if this one gets approved.  
· She has no problem in promoting the GoFundMe link to the Falcon Forum to out community to see if they would like to help.
Robotics Team:  
· Presented again in the hopes of getting more money from the PTSA to help fund their registration fees or travel expenses to Texas for making it to the national competition.  GH Team won the gracious professional award for helping another team with labor and parts or tools to help build their robot that ended up placing ahead of GH.  By winning this award, it gave GH the chance to go to Houston,TX on 4-19-17 thru 4-22-17.  
· They are asking for another $1000 along with Ms. Summers’ allotted amount to help pay for registration, shipping of the robot and/or travel expenses.  This will be the last funding from the PTSA to the Robot Club because there has to be a limit set on how much one club can ask for to keep it fair to all the other clubs. 
Digital Signs: President Report:
· David Dilts(Parent at GH) would like to present his findings to the PTSA for a new digital sign in front of GH.  Several questions were discussed, if this can be a class gift and how much will this cost?
· Town of Cary has a very serious sign ordnances that must get reviewed

· He will check on these items and report at next meeting.
Nominating Committee Update:  
· Hopes to find a new president and VP.   Will need slate of new officers presented to the board at the May general meeting for voting.
